Section 1 — General Conditions

General notes

e All nominees must be SLSA financial members (or affiliated organisations). Nominations should focus on
activities during the 2023/24 Surf Life Saving season, from 1st July 2023 — 30th June 2024.

e Where ages are specified, this refers to the members age as at 30 September in the 2023/24 season.

e Winners may be called upon to act as ambassadors of Surf Life Saving, both within the organisation and to
external audiences.

e Paid employees at any level may nominate for the awards listed. However, paid service will only be counted if
nominating for the Lifeguard of the Year and Coach of the Year award. Unless otherwise specified, these
awards are in recognition of individual achievements, team submissions will not be considered.

e  SLSQ will accept one nominee for each award from each Branch.

Guidelines for submission

e  Clubs are to submit completed online nomination forms by their Branch closing date as specified in this
circular. All Branch award nominations are to be submitted using the relevant Branch nomination form located on

the SLSQ App.

e Nominations will not be accepted via email or post.

e All Branches must follow the nomination process for the relevant award.

e Nominations are to include a high quality digital profile image of the nominee (for individual awards) or logo
(for “‘Club of the Year’ and ‘Community Education Program of the Year’) via the online nomination form. Please
ensure all nominee photographs are from the shoulders up.

e SLSQ winners will be submitted online to SLSA as finalists for consideration for national awards. Please refer to
recognition award matrix outlining whether it is an SLSA Award.

Selection Process

e Finalists for the ‘U14, U18, Youth and Surf Lifesaver of the Year, Volunteer of the Year, Club of the Year’ and
‘Andy Frizzell OAM OBE Award for Services to Junior Activities’ will be required to participate in an interview by
electronic means, with presentation (Club of the Year only); details of which will be available following the
close of nominations, all will be conducted on the 24 & 25" August 2024. The selection panel will determine a
winner from both a review of the application and the interview (and presentation where applicable).

e Allfinalists for national awards will go through a selection panel which will involve a review of applications.

*Applications that focus on significant achievements in one particular area may not be considered if this area is also covered by other awards (e.g. Lifesaver, Coach, Official, Trainer and Assessor of
the Year

**A youth aged competitor (i.e. aged 15 to 18 years as at 30 September in a season) may be nominated for both the Athlete of the Year and Youth Athlete of the Year. However, only results
achieved in Open Age Events and Open Age Team representation are considered for Athlete of the Year Award.

*** The 37th edition of Surf Sport Manual defines a team as an event that is contested by more than one competitor from the same club or lifesaving unit who may either complete an event or
race together as a discrete unit (e.g., boat race, IRB race, surf teams, R&R, double surf ski team etc.) or separately (e.g., relay events, board rescue etc.).

**** The innovation may have been developed in conjunction with an external body/sponsor but must be owned by a member or group of members of an affiliated SLS club.
